Our latex complies with the EuroLATEX Eco-Standard, a standard designed to scientifically test and approve
standards for latex foam.

The EuroLATEX Eco-Standard was developed by the European Latex Foam Manufacturers Association in
close co-operation with one of Europe’s leading and most reputable scientific institutes, TFI Deutsches Tep-
pich-Forschungs Institut in Aachen, Germany.

The Eco-Standard defines limits of substances considered harmful to health to ensure the latex foam does not
contain any volatile or allergen-producing compounds.

Why Do People React to Latex? How is Latex Foam Di erent than Latex Rubber?

Latex allergy or hypersensitivity occurs when the body’s immune system reacts to proteins in natural rubber latex products. Proteins are found in every
living organism. The proteins are what cause the body’s immune system to respond in order to protect the body.

Latex foam is processed differently than closed-cell latex rubber products. Proteins are 100% removed from natural latex so they no longer contain any-
thing that will trigger an allergic reaction. Additionally, man-made/synthetic latex does not contain allergy-producing proteins so reactions will not occur.

Finally, latex foam is and open-cell structure and is breathable (which is unlike latex rubber gloves, for safety), so microbes and allergens cannot live on
latex foam.
